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2 Installation
2.1 On-site installation

External dimensions of the G 7854 commercial dishwasher series are in
accordance with intemational standards.

—

The unit must be installed perfectly level. The 4 screw-in feet can be used to
compensate for any unevenness of the floor.

Building under

By removing the lid, the machine height can be reduced to 820 mm. The
machine can then be fitted under a worktop in a standard run of units.

Remove the machine lid:
- Open the door.

- Remove the left and right retaining
screws (1).

- Pull the lid forwards by approx. 5 mm
then lift it off.
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Fitting the protective coverplate

This coverplate is required when installing the machine as a built-under unit
under a continuous wood-based worktop.
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This coverplate protects the underside of the worktop against water ingress.

Coverplate with folded edge, 60 cm long Fitting kit Mat. no. 1156153
Angled coverplate, 60 cm long Fitting kit Mat. no. 4028800
Angled coverplate, 80 cm long Fitting kit Mat. no. 3635660

- Apply the sealant supplied (1) to the coverplate.
- Depending on version, position the coverplate (2) as shown, Fig. 3 - 5, and fix
it under the worktop using the nails provided.

Note:
On worktops with a wood or plastic edge strip, the rear line of holes in the
coverplate should be used.

Machine installation

- Adjust the machine height.

- Lay the hoses and supply cable to the left or right of the machine.

- Slide the unit into its recess and align it at the front.

- Insert the sealing strip (3) into the gap between the machine and the worktop.
- Secure the machine by screwing it to the worktop.

Note:

Machines with steam condenser:

- Stick the foil under the worktop in the rear area.
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2.2 Utility connections

2.21 Notes

All plumbing and the electricity supply and connection, must be in accordance
with relevant local and national regulations and the following installation
instructions. A separate non-return valve is not required as these machines are
already fitted with such a valve to comply with German (DVGW) guidelines.

2.2.2 Water intake
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G 7859

Each machine is supplied with two 1.7 m intake hoses with 3/4" threaded
unions which should be connected to cold (2) and hot (1) water (max. 70°C).
The filter provided must be fitted between each stopcock and inlet hose.

The flow pressure should be at least 200 kPa (2 bar). With a water pressure
less than 200 kPa (2 bar), water intake time is extended automatically. The
machines cannot be operated with a water pressure less than 50 kPa (0.5 bar).

The water intake time must be less than 5 min, otherwise a water intake fault is
registered and indicated via the “Water intake/drainage fault" LED. With a
static pressure greater than 1000 kPa (10 bar), mains connection must be via a
pressure reducing valve.

Note:

If hot water is not available, both hoses
must be connected to the cold water
supply. A Y-piece, Fig. 7, Mat. no.
3295560, is available from the Spares
Dept. for this purpose.

- On machines with a steam condenser,
s ¥4 the cold water intake hose must not be

connected to hot water.
